Selection Criteria

· Commitment: How much effort has gone into the initiative or project? To what degree has the school or class gone above and beyond National Curriculum requirements?

· Impact: What measurable benefit has the school or class’ actions had on the environment? (e.g. the energy, water or paper saved, the waste reduced, the number of trees planted)

· Inspiration: Has the school or class’ activity excited and inspired students, parents, and the local and broader community to take action themselves?

· Future plans: What are your planned future activities and is there a scope to grow?

· Creativity: How different or unique is the project?

Terms and Conditions
1. The Promoter is World Wide Fund For Nature Australia (ABN 57 001 594 074) of Level 13, 235 Jones Street, Ultimo NSW 2007, telephone (02) 9281 5515.

2. By entering into the WWF Earth Hour Awards, entrants are deemed to have agreed to these Terms and Conditions.

3. To enter, individuals must go to www.wwf.org.au and complete an Award application form outlining the actions they have taken for the environment, the impact of their actions, and the extent to which their actions have been shared with others. Applications, including two print-quality photographs, must be emailed to earthhour@wwf.org.au. Applicants are encouraged to provide supporting information such as video, sketches, news clippings, to strengthen their application. Entries will be assessed by the WWF Earth Hour Working Group on the merit of the application and if successful shortlisted for review by a panel of judges. Entrants must also provide their full name, phone number, mailing address, and post code. As a term of the entry, entrants agree to subscribe to email updates from the Promoter. Entrants can choose to "unsubscribe" themselves from the email list at any subsequent time. 

4. The call for Award applications commences on 7February 2013. Entries close on 11 March 2013 at midnight (AEDST).

5. Entry is open only to legal residents of Australia.

6. Employees (and their immediate families) of the Promoter, participating venues/stores and agencies associated with this promotion are ineligible to enter. ‘Immediate family’ means any of the following: spouse, ex-spouse, de-facto spouse, child or step-child (whether natural or by adoption), parent, step-parent, grandparent, step-grandparent, uncle, aunt, niece, nephew, brother, sister, step-brother, step-sister or 1st cousin. 

7. 9. Following the close of applications on 11 March 2013, from the total pool of entrants in each of the Creative Arts Award category a shortlist of five finalists will be determined by WWF-Australia. This determination is based on merit and is at the sole discretion of WWF-Australia. 

10. An independent judging panel will assess the finalists’ applications and determine the winners for the categories ‘Education Award’ and ‘Creative Arts Award’. The decisions of the judging panel are final and no correspondence will be entered into. 

11. The finalists for the Education and Creative Arts Awards categories will be notified by email and/or phone by Wednesday 13 March 2013.
12. Winners of the Education Award will receive recognition of their actions, a sponsored grand prize that will be announced and a WWF Earth Hour Award trophy. The trophy will be presented at the Earth Hour Awards event on Saturday 23rd of March 2013.

13. If a prize (or part of a prize) is unavailable, the Promoter, in its discretion, reserves the right to substitute the prize (or that part of the prize) with a prize to the equal value and/or specification, subject to any written directions from a regulatory authority.

14. Stated prize values are the recommended retail value (including GST) in Australian dollars as provided by the supplier and are correct at the time of printing. The Promoter accepts no responsibility for any variation in the value of a prize.
